The concept of blending methods and knowledge from multiple disciplines into an integrated pest management strategy in not a new one.  However under the current budgetary context, interdisciplinary integration becomes essential in assuring the future viability of IPM.  To address this and in response to the growth of Texas ornamental industry, Texas A&M University is pursuing several multidisciplinary efforts.  These include two new faculty level positions: an extension Entomologist/Plant Pathologist and a Extension Program specialist- IPM, development of multidisciplinary training for County Extension Agents, and development of multidisciplinary educational resources to train entry-level workers in greenhouses and nurseries.
